ATS Netherlands were honoured to receive a 
beautiful project involving the transport of a racing 
boat mast for the Swiss Alinghi Red Bull team, 
based in Barcelona.

This mast was handmade in Auckland, New Zealand 
and flew over with Singapore Airlines in a 747 aircraft, 
arriving at Amsterdam Airport.

ATS Netherlands received aid from an air agent, who 
handled all operations at the airport.

This job required specific organisation due to the 
sheer length of the mast.

ATS Netherlands managed this challenge efficiently, 
lifting and loading the mast carefully onto a truck, 
where the final total transport length measured 
around 35 meters.

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EXG Delivers Power 
Plant Equipment from 
China to India
EXG have successfully completed the transportation of power plant equipment from China to Southern India 
for the ongoing project of an esteemed customer!

This project involves the expansion of a nuclear power plant, of which EXG supplied thirty-six pieces of 
engineering equipment, totaling 3708 FRT in volume.

EXG reports the dimensions of largest piece of cargo to be 9.0 (L) x 5.6 (W) x 5.7 (H) meters, with a weight of 59 
MT.

The initial mode of transport was a break bulk ocean movement over twenty-one days, with priority berthing & 
direct sailing, which originated from Lushun Port, China.

After reaching Tuticorin Port in India, EXG handled import customs, port handling, inter-carting and road 
transportation from Tuticorin Port to the designated site using heavy-duty multi-axle trailers.

This final stretch from port to project site covered approximately 250 kilometres.

“EXG’s meticulous planning and execution in handling such heavy packages, despite geopolitical challenges and 
vessel space shortages in China, demonstrates our ability to adapt and meet specific client requirements under 
difficult circumstances.”

KGE Completes 
Multimodal Project from 
Germany to Kazakhstan
KGE are glad to share another very interesting and challenging multimodal project which they recently 
completed from Germany to Kazakhstan. They were nominated by a very close customer to transport two 
oversized equipment loads, as well as standard units from Goppingen to Kostanay.

Dimensions of the Oversized Units

• 4.70 x 3.25 x 3.80 meters - 23,650 kg
• 3.80 x 3.25 x 3.80 meters - 17,430 kg

Standard sized cargoes such as accessories and other equipment were loaded on a mega tilt truck.

The total transit time was around 25-30 days, including border crossings.

KGE transported the oversized equipment using lowbed trucks from Germany to Kazakhstan via a 
Southern route.

The company had to plan their transportation due to strict conditions that were imposed upon them. Their 
challenge was to arrive at import customs simultaneously.

“We provided the customer with complete daily tracking and monitored the entire shipment, which resulted 
in satisfactory feedback from our customer.”

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EZ Link Handle Heavy Lift 
Movement from Taiwan 
to United States
EZ Link, our members from Taiwan, are pleased to report their handling of heavy cargo to the 
United States!

This shipment included a large transformer which required the use of two heavy lift cranes in Taichung 
Port, Taiwan.

The dimensions of the transformer were measured at 11.76 (L) x 3.95 (W) x 4.75 (H) meters with a 
weight of 224,700 kilograms.

Loading was seamlessly completed with heavy 
lift cranes from shipside onto the vessel. The EZ 
Link project team monitored all procedures 
during this operation, such as:

• Longshoreman utilising forklift to lift-up steel 
wire sling onto the hook, spreader beam and 
lifting beam respectively

• Truck driver’s smooth delivery of SPMT from 
warehouse to shipside

• Stevedore paying attention to cargo loading 
from shipside onto vessel

• Vessel crew working on lashing, dunnage, 
wedging, bracing & blocking in vessel hatch

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Polaris Projects 
Completes Multimodal 
Shipments in August 2024
Polaris Projects, the project division of Polaris Shipping 
Agencies, successfully completed several time-sensitive 
multimodal shipments in August 2024.

The company was nominated by their overseas partners 
to manage the shipment of a consignment of used 
construction equipment from Tianjin, China, for door 
delivery to our regular receivers in Jebel Ali Free Zone.

The total consignment, approximately 1,490 CBM/254 
tons, was destined for an industrial auction in Jebel 
Ali and was shipped on a part-charter basis from 
Port Tianjin to Port Jebel Ali, using a last-in/first-out 
stowage arrangement.

The cargo was promptly customs cleared and delivered 
to the receivers, successfully meeting the strict auction 
deadline.

Polaris Projects was additionally awarded a cross-
trade project involving the shipment of Sany hydraulic 
excavators from the UAE to Congo, totalling around 38 
units.

As the receiver’s site required two to four units per 
delivery, Polaris devised a plan to ship the units to Dar 
es Salaam via RO/RO service, where they will be stored 
at the nominated facility and subsequently delivered to 
the receiver.

Additionally, Polaris was awarded a project to ship pipes 
measuring 11.8 meters in 40’ high-cube containers to 
Azerbaijan.

The first batch, consisting of approximately 30 x 40’ 
high cubes, was shipped to Poti, Georgia, from where 
it will be transported by truck.

Alongside providing competitive ocean freight 
solutions, Polaris ensured that containers were carefully 
stuffed following strict safety and handling procedures 
to accommodate the long multimodal transport route 
to the destination.

ScanMarine Conclude 
Transports for Auvere 
Oil Plant Project
ScanMarine Estonia is concluding its part in the transportation of technology & equipment for the new 
Auvere oil plant - ‘Enefit 280’.

The largest part of the work was completed in 2023, when most of the equipment for the oil plant arrived at 
the Port of Muuga.

After the cargo arrived at the Port of Muuga, ScanMarine transported all equipment to the construction site in 
Auvere.

The widest parts were 5.75 meters in width and 4.95 meters in height.

In this case, the heavy weight was not the issue, but due to the width and height, the transport from Muuga to 
Auvere had to be carried out at night when there was less traffic on the roads.

A small number of shipments for the Auvere project also came from China.

The total volume and weight of cargo transported for this project came to 8,000 m3 and 804 T!
